at the expense of the County, provided ‘he/she is not covered under another individual
health insurance plan.” and

WHEREAS, this matter was studied by the Financial Management Committee which
recommended that said provision be amended to permit employees with at least twenty-five (25)
years of continuous service to remain on County health insurance following their retirement until
the age of sixty-five (65) at the expense of the County beginning at age fifty-two (52); and

WHEREAS, based upon the agreement of Sheriff Dexter Lunceford any ‘additional funds
required to pay the difference in cost to the county for any county employee retiring at age 52

instead of age 55 and retaining their insurance benefits under this policy change will be paid out

office for the three additional years of each applicable retiring employee’s coverage; and
